EXPLORING LEAF SHAPES • YUM! PAINT A SWEET TREAT 45SURPRISE YOURSELF44

Candies and baked goods look so lovely painted in watercolor. 
They come in such a variety of shapes and colors, there is 
endless sweet inspiration. It’s fun to use your imagination and 
dream up something decadent but it can also be great practice 
to paint what you see on your own plate. What a great excuse 
for dessert!

To make this scattered pattern, I started with one candy 
and painted it randomly across the page. Then I came up 
with another motif and scattered it evenly across the page 
too. I kept working like that, filling in the white space and 

switching colors, until the whole page was filled with 
treats.

I chose bright, bold colors so the candy would really 
stand out against the white page, but this pattern would 
look great in pretty pastels too. To add some interest, vary 
the size of your motifs. Paint some large candies and some 
small. Find candies with fun shapes and interesting 
textures. As a finishing touch, I went in with rainbow 
colors and added sprinkles all around my candy.

When sugar cravings hit, give in to your sweet tooth and paint a colorful candy page in your 
sketchbook. You can use your imagination or use real candy as a reference. And the best part is, 
you can eat your reference material when you’re done!

When it’s warm out, I like to take home pretty looking 
leaves whenever I find them and press them in between 
two pages in a notebook. That way when the weather 
turns cooler and the branches outside are bare, I have lots 
of ideas to draw from in my little leaf book.

All it takes is a short stroll around the block and 
you’ll be able to spot so many interesting and unusual 
shapes. If you don’t want to take the leaves home, you 
can just snap a quick picture for a reference later.

Begin by studying the leaf. What is the basic shape? 
Are there vein patterns or small details around the 
edges? How many leaves are usually attached to the 

stem? Once you get a really good look, you can figure 
out how you’ll use the shape in a painting.

It’s fun to experiment by playing with the size, 
colors, and proportions. Just because the leaf is green, 
doesn’t mean your version can’t be purple or yellow! If 
your leaf is tiny, try painting a giant version of it. If 
your leaf is large, try shrinking it down and repeating 
it across the page.

You can make your leaf paintings even more 
interesting by adding some stripes, dots, and other 
marks. Nature is such great inspiration!

Leaves and flowers are my favorite things to paint. There is endless variety to the shapes, 
sizes and colors. Using your imagination is fun but there’s no substitute for painting from 
the real thing. Go for a walk and no matter where you live you will find lots of interesting 
leafy inspiration.
